Memorial West Community Club

Club Rules


1) GENERAL RULES

a. The Clubhouse will be under the supervision of a Director appointed by the Board. All reservations for use of the facilities shall be made with this Director. However, during the summer swimming season, all scheduling must also be approved by the Club Manager.

b. The Club Manager shall have responsibility for operation of the swimming pools and snack bar during the summer season and shall coordinate with the Clubhouse Director all Clubhouse activities.  During the summer season, the Club Manager and staff will inspect, enforce the rules, and keep the clubhouse clean except after a member-sponsored party.

c. During the off-season the operation of the Clubhouse shall be the sole responsibility of the Clubhouse Director and Clubhouse Committee, with review of the Board.
d. The summer swim season shall be defined as the period from May thru September during which the pools shall be open for regular use. This is to include the time during which pool use is limited to week-end use. The off-season shall constitute the remainder of the year.

2) REGULAR USE BY MEMBERS AND GUESTS

a. No wet suits shall be allowed within the Clubhouse.  Wet suits would create a maintenance nuisance as well as contributing to a dangerous (i.e. Slippery) situation.  Other clothing limitations, such as requiring shoes, shirts or smocks are not recommended. as they would deny access of the facilities to a significant number of members, or impose inconvenient demands upon their dress requirements for visiting the pool.
b. Running and boisterous activity shall be limited to areas away from the pools and Clubhouse.
c. Use of Clubhouse and recreational equipment shall be available on a first-come, first-served basis, issued by a method determined by the Club Manager or Clubhouse Director that will not aid a monopolization of this equipment by a single member or group.
d. The Clubhouse Director and Club Manager shall be allowed to determine whether deposits or other security measures are necessary to protect the Club's recreational property, and shall be allowed to require such, on approval of the Board.

3) USE OF CLUBHOUSE FACILITIES AFTER HOURS BY MEMBERSHIP

a. Teen Night will be held at the Club during the summer months only.

b. Two teen groups will exist and will be divided based upon school class as of September of each year. The Junior Teens will consist of Grades 6, 7 and 8, and Senior Teens will consist of Grades 9, 10, 11 and 12.
c. Junior Teens will meet the first and third Tuesday nights of the month from 7:00 P.M. - 10:00 P.M., and the Senior Teens will meet every second and fourth Tuesday nights from 7:00 P.M. - 11:00 P.M.
d. Each teen may bring two local out-of-district guests from his or her age group and any reasonable number of out-of-town houseguests from his or her age, group. Club member teen will be responsible for the actions of his or her guest(s). A Guest fee is required.
e. Teens graduating from Grade 12 may attend either the Adult Night or Teen Night.
f. Adult Night will be held every Friday night from 8:00 P.M. - Midnight.
g. Age minimum for Adult Night will be high school graduate.
h. Host(s) and Hostess(es) (minimum four adults at Teen Night) will be responsible for seeing that the Clubhouse, and grounds are cleaned following the night's activities during any winter teen parties. Teen Night shall be run by management and guards during the summer season and they are responsible for cleaning grounds and Clubhouse.
i. Established Club rules concerning attire, Clubhouse actions, pool, and tennis court regulations will apply on Teen and Adult Nights.
j. All Club facilities (including tennis courts) will be reserved for respective age groups during the night's activities from 7:00 P.M. until closing.
k. Repeated teen misbehavior will be reported to parents at the discretion of the Club Manager or Assistant Manager during the summer season and by the hosts during the winter months.
l. Frequent “coming and going” from the Club area is discouraged.
m. A policeman or guard will be required on the Club premises on Teen Night when dances are held. The Club Manager will be responsible for hiring policeman or guard.
n. Motor vehicles must drive slowly in the Club area and once parked should remain so until leaving.
o. Any other group that uses Club facilities will be required to follow the same rules and regulations that apply to Club members.
p. It is suggested that the Junior Teens and Senior Teens each form committees for planning activities, making and enforcing rules and regulations, and helping adult host(s) and hostess(es) seeing that the Club area is cleaned properly.

4) USE OF CLUBHOUSE FACILITIES AFTER REGULAR HOURS OR OFFSEASON FOR PRIVATE PARTIES

a. The Clubhouse may be reserved for private use after 8:00 P.M. any night except Teen Night (Tuesdays in summer) or Adult Night (Fridays in summer) or any special club-wide activity night. The reservation must be made by a Club Member who will assume full responsibility for the group, whether or not all persons attending the function are members. All reservations must be made at least two weeks prior to the intended date of use with the Clubhouse Director. Reservations of the Clubhouse will be posted on bulletin board. Deposit fee paid at time of reservation and is not refundable unless another party is scheduled.
b. During the summer season the Clubhouse Director shall require the Club Manager's approval before confirming reservations. In the off-season the Clubhouse Director shall report regularly to the Board all special reservations, but shall not be required to seek their prior approval. The Board reserves the right to deny use of the facilities to any. group or individual for good cause.
c. Any special arrangements or exemptions shall require the Board's approval.
d. Procedure for use of facilities when alcoholic beverages will be served:

1) The use of alcohol must conform to State Law. (Do not store liquor for members. Consumption ceases at 2:15 A.M.

2) No consumption before 12 Noon Sundays.  The Clubhouse Director shall have the right to require a policeman in attendance. Fee to be paid by reserving group.

3) A deposit of $50.00 shall be required to cover maintenance, damages and extra cleaning if the Club Director is not satisfied that all facilities have been adequately cleaned and maintained. Deposit returned if left clean. No glass containers allowed. Parties will restrict themselves to Clubhouse and immediate Clubhouse area.

4) A charge (mandatory) of $1.00 per person shall be assessed to cover the cost of ice, set-ups and cups. 
5) A custodian/snack bar attendant must be hired at $2.00 per hour (requested at time of reservation). Attendant will not serve as a bartender. The party group will be billed one hour extra for set-up and lock-up time. In the summer season, if any pool facilities are desired, a guard must also be hired at $2.00 per hour.

6) Club personnel shall reserve the right to immediately terminate the use of Club facilities or equipment should malicious behavior develop and continue beyond a warning to the host member.

e. Procedure for use of facilities when no alcoholic beverage will be served:

1) A deposit of $25.00 will be required to cover maintenance and cleaning, as defined in Section 4.

2) If the snack bar is used, a charge of $1.00 per person shall be assessed for drinks, ice and cups (The snack bar will not be available without this charge.).
3) Club personnel shall be required and charged for according to Section 4.

4) Club personnel shall reserve the right to immediately terminate the use of Club facilities or equipment should malicious behavior develop.

f. All use of the facilities shall terminate at midnight, unless otherwise allowed by the Clubhouse Director.

5) USE OF FACILITIES FOR LARGER PARTIES AND/OR MEETINGS

a. Private Party by Members - Rented by private individuals who are members of the club.  Rented by organizations sponsored by members.  Rented by civic clubs sponsored by members. 

i. $50.00 deposit (refundable if Clubhouse clean and undamaged).
ii. $1.00 per person service fee (includes ice, cups .and set-ups).

iii. $2.00 per hour snack bar attendant (beginning 30 minutes prior to party to set-up and, 30 minutes after to clean-up snack bar).
iv. 50¢ per person if snack bar not required ($20.00 minimum). No ice or soft drinks will be used without snack bar facilities. Can bring coffee pot and use in clubroom proper.
b. Dances and Parties - Sponsored by individuals who are members.  Sponsored by organization which in turn is sponsored by a club member.  Sponsored by civic clubs sponsored by members.
i. Music limited to conventional instrumental and vocal music or recorded music. Either may be amplified over sound system of Clubhouse.
ii. Dance hours limited to 12 Midnight.
iii. When 50 or more attend~ sponsors will provide a police officer for traffic control and to keep order. Limit of 150 people.
iv. Dances for which admission will be charged must have approval of the Board.
1. Fee: Dances will be $100.00; Parties will be $25.00 Plus snack bar attendant, plus service fee of 30¢ per person
c. Meetings and Receptions - Clubhouse may be used for meetings, receptions and similar events. Music for such events would be piped over building sound system. Hours limited to 12 Midnight.
i. Fee: To be set by Club Director.

d. Civic Meetings - No charge to civic organizations of the area whose primary purpose is the betterment of the neighborhood for their regular meetings.  These civic organizations include Nottingham Women's Club -- Yorkshire Women's Club -- Brownies -- Jr. Girl Scouts.
e. Notice - Memorial West Community Club Board of Directors reserve the right to change the above rules and rates without notice. Contracts of responsibility for member and guest parties should be signed by two members and all members attending share in responsibility. Contracts for those in the under-21 age group must be signed by two parent members.  Sponsors responsible for all cleanup and damages, deductible from deposit, otherwise deposit refundable.
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
